Save Your Soul

From March 6 to March 20, 1938, St. Jo-
seph Church sponsored a Holy Mission
that was

given by two Augustinian priests, the Rev.
T. C. McLeod and the Rev. F.D. Ronan.
The subject of the mission was “Save Your
Soul,” and the two priests outlined the
following eight “rules” for doing so:

1. Receive regularly the Sacraments of
Penance and Holy Eucharist.

2. Say your morning and evening prayers.
Make acts of Faith, Hope and Charity eve-
ry day; at night, before retiring, examine
your Conscience and make an act of Con-
trition.

3. Attend Mass on all Sundays and Holy
Days of Obligation.

4. If there exist any Church Societies in
your parish, join at least one of them.

5. It is an obligation binding under sin to
contribute to the support of the Church.

6. You are obliged to avoid the occasions
of sin; an occasion of sin is any person,
place or thing which will likely lead you
into sin.

7. Practice Daily Devotion to the Blessed
Virgin; pray to her particularly for the
grace of a Happy Death.

8. Remember: Death — Judgment —
Heaven — Hell, and you will persevere
unto the end.

Just as parents must set limits on conduct
so that their children might grow into re-
sponsible adults, so too does our Heavenly
Father — through Holy Mother Church —
set limits on our conduct so that we might
grow in faith and do His will during our
time on earth. The above rules might
seem old-fashioned to the modern Catho-
lic, but we would do well to remember that
what applied in 1938 continues to apply
today — and, in fact, will apply until the
end of time. As the Catechism teaches us:
“The Church, in her doctrine, life,
and worship, perpetuates and trans-
mits to every generation all that she
herself is, all that she believes” (98;
italics added).

On Thursday we celebrate the feast of St. Paul of the Cross, founder of the Con-
gregation of Discalced Clerks of the Holy Cross and Passion of Our Lord, more

and died in 1775 in Rome. Before he was even or-
dained as a priest (in 1727), Paul wrote the rules
for his community, one that was focused on living
" a penitential life, in solitude and poverty, as well
as encouraging people to meditate on the Passion
of Jesus. By all accounts he was an excellent
preacher, preaching missions in country parishes
and retreats in seminaries and religious houses.
He also was a prolific letter writer — particularly
on the subject of spiritual direction — and more
than 2,000 of his letters have been preserved.
Here are a_few samples of his writings:

I hope that God will save me through the merits of
the Passion of Jesus. The more difficulties in life,
the more I hope in God. By God's grace I will not
lose my soul, but I hope in His mercy.

Oh Jesus, my Love, may my heart be consumed in
loving Thee; make me humble and holy; give me childlike simplicity; transform
me into thy holy love. O Jesus, life of my life, joy of my soul, God of my heart,
accept my heart as an altar, on which I will sacrifice to Thee the gold of ardent
charity, the incense of continual, humble and fervent prayer, and the myrrh of
constant sacrifices!
